As one
of five children, | grew up in a
home where | knew | was
loved. He went to work during
the day and was home with us
at night.

All his
children have become active
members in their church and
community as we are blessed
with a role model we call
“Dad”.

The Pro-Life Essay Awards Banquet was held
March 17 at Bishop Howard Memorial Auditorium,
Curia building, Covington. The topic this year was:
“Each of us is a Masterpiece of God’s Creation.
‘Even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick,
the old, the unborn and the poor, are
masterpieces of God’s Creation, made in his own
image, destined to live forever, and deserving of
the utmost reverence and respect.” — Pope
Francis’ Day for Life Greeting. How can we show
reverence and respect for human life from
conception to natural death?” The essays were
written last October and each school could submit
up to 15 essays to the Pro-Life Office to be
judged.
